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Welcome to the first ever Thai Entertainment Complex Roundtable (TECRJ,
brought to you by Asia’s premier industry media brand, Inside Asian Gaming
(IAG).

The proposal to bring Entertainment Complexes (ECs] to Thailand has been
many years in the making. Citing the economic benefits that such properties
have brought to other Asian jurisdictions such as Singapore, Macau and the
Philippines, the Thai government has introduced enabling legislation to make
ECs a reality in Thailand.

However, that legislation remains unpassed, with some elements of Thai society
opposed to the EC idea, for a variety of reasons.

Like any change, the introduction of ECs to Thailand has the potential to create
a range of positive and negative outcomes. The proponents of ECs claim the
positives far outweigh the negatives, but there are opposing voices who disagree.
And there are yet others who remain undecided, seeking more information. The
Thai government has encouraged public debate — to better explain what ECs
actually are and their benefits.

TECR brings together both sides of this debate — candidate operators and
opposing voices — to calmly and rationally discuss the positives and the negatives
of the EC proposal, and how the rollout of ECs has occurred in other jurisdictions.

IAG has been covering the EC industry across the Asia Pacific region for 20 years
and therefore has deep domain knowledge of the issues. We have no horse
in this race and will act as an impartial moderator and facilitator to allow the
roundtable discussion to play out in a fair and balanced manner.

With very strong media coverage across Thailand, TECR will allow the people
of Thailand to have a better understanding of the relevant issues and ultimately
assist Thailand in making decisions that are in the country’s best interests.
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The Thai Entertainment Complex Roundtable (TECR) is a landmark event like no
other. With opinions divided over Thailand’s Entertainment Complex Bill, which
seeks to legalize casino gaming within large entertainment complexes featuring
a vast array of attractions, TECR will see both sides of the debate come together
to find common ground - or not - on many outstanding questions regarding this
major proposed future development for Thailand.

Thisis about getting the real story out on the table by way of a genuine roundtable,
allowing opposing voices to express their concerns in a professional and equal
environment, and for high-level industry representatives from around the world
to explain how they address these concerns at their existing entertainment
complexes.

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TRANSCRIPTION
AND TRANSLATION

The Entertainment Complex industry, globally known as the Integrated Resort
industry, is highly specialized. There are barely around a dozen companies in the
world with the operational experience and financial capacity to development,
construct and operate multibillion-dollar Entertainment Complexes. Most of
these companies are based in either Las Vegas or Macau. Names such as Galaxy,
Hard Rock, Melco, MGM, Sands and Wynn immediately come to mind.

These companies employ tens of thousands of team members worldwide. Their
senior executive talent is drawn from countries across the planet. The industry’s
lingua francais English, because of this international nature, the high prevalence
of English as at least a second language amongst senior business executives
globally, and the fact that the industry was arguably born in Las Vegas.

Given that TECR is all about an Entertainment Complex industry in Thailand, of
course TECR needs to be conducted in the Thai language. But given the nature of
the industry as explained above, it also needs to be conducted in English in order
to be of practical value.

We have therefore gone to extraordinary lengths to make the event as naturally
and smoothly bilingual as possible. It is our goal that both Thai and English
speakers will be able to follow the conversation clearly, irrespective of the
language spoken throughout the day.

Firstly, TECR has employed a team of six simultaneous interpreters who will be
interpreting the day’s events through earpieces for all participants. Members
of this team of interpreters will also be available during event breaks and at
the closing reception at the end of the day, to assist with on-the-spot in-person
interpretation.

Secondly, TECR will employ the latest in Al transcription and translation
capabilities. On the very large LED wall behind the stage, there will be an ongoing
transcription of each speaker in their spoken language, as well as a translation
into the other language. This will also be visible to roundtable participants and
on-stage presenters on their laptops.

THAI ENTERTAINMENT COMPLEX ROUNDTABLE
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SOME THINGS TO NOTE:

e Every microphone at the event has a designated language, either Thai or
English. If the wrong language is spoken into a microphone, the transcription
and translation service will not work.

e Speak slowly and clearly, as if speaking to someone who understands your
language as a second language.

e The Al transcription and translation service is good, but it is certainly not
perfect. Errors are expected. However, the capability is constantly improving.
If another similar event is held even in just a few months from now, the Al
transcription and translation will be even better.

e Counter-intuitively, the more complicated a sentence is, the better the

translation, due to the lack of ambiguity. Longer sentences with larger words
are transcribed and translated better than short simple sentences.

Almost all human activity creates both positive and negative outcomes. Motor
vehicles and planes lead to accidents that can cause loss of life, and alcohol
can lead to health and behavioural problems, but governments don’t ban cars,
planes or alcohol. Instead, a range of regulatory initiatives minimize possible
harms while maximizing benefits and positive outcomes. In jurisdictions with
Entertainment Complexes, gaming regulators take on this role, adopting a
range of strategies to provide guardrails against harms. Such guardrails can be
enshrined in legislation, adopted by regulations, or merely the result of various
regulator policies or practices. Kok Keng Lau leads what is arguably the most
experienced and extensive gambling law practice in southeast Asia. Kok Keng will
explain the guard rails in place in Singapore, often held forth as an example of
the gold standard of gaming regulation, and touch on other regulatory practices
adopted to keep gaming as safe as possible.

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Thanakorn Khomkrit is the Secretary-General
of the Stop Gambling Foundation, playing a key
role in advocating for the reduction of gambling
related harm in Thai society, particularly
among youth. He has taken a firm stance
against the draft legislation on Entertainment
Complexes and amendments to the Gambling
Act of 1935, warning of potential risks such as
money laundering, corruption and increased
youth access to gambling. Thanakorn has also
raised concerns about the vague definition
of “online gambling” and the governance
structure that may favor vested interests. He
actively pushes for state-supported systems to
assist individuals with gambling addiction and
promotes public awareness through nationwide
education campaigns and advocacy initiatives.
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Veenarat Laohapakakul has been a journalist for
over 20 years. In the past she worked at Nation
TV and Channel One. Currently, she hosts three
weekly international affairs programs on online
news platform The Standard and PPTV news
station.

She graduated with a BA in Political Science
from Chulalongkorn University in Thailand and
earned an MA in International Relations from
The Fletcher School of Law and Diplomacy,
Tufts University in the United States.
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Lau Kok Keng heads Rajah & Tann LLP’s
Gaming Law practice and is recognized as a
Tier 1 gaming lawyer by Chambers Asia-Pacific
and as a Global Elite Thought Leader in Gaming
by Who's Who Legal. He is one of the few Asian
lawyer members of the International Masters
of Gaming Law. Since 2002, Kok Keng has been
actively involved in representing and advising
clients in the gaming industry. His practice is
arguably the most experienced and extensive
gambling law practice in Southeast Asia.

Kok Keng works with foreign and offshore
private gaming operators, including casinos
in Australia, Macau, Malaysia, Monte Carlo
Singapore and the UK, cruise ship casinos,
remote gaming operators, bookmakers,
lottery operators, slot machine clubs, gaming
software developers and distributors, and state
governments. He helped establish the legal
framework governing legalized sports betting
in Singapore for both football and F1 motor
race betting.
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Veerapat Pariyawong is a prominent Thai
legal scholar and political law expert, known
for his independent and outspoken views on
constitutional reform and public policy. A
Fulbright scholar with an LLM. from Harvard
Law School, he currently serves as a political law
lecturer at SOAS University of London and runs a
legal advisory firm specializing in public law and
business dispute resolution. Veerapat views the
development of Entertainment Complexes as
a strategic opportunity for Thailand’s economy
but insists on strong regulatory frameworks. He
cites Marina Bay Sands in Singapore as a model
for strict player screening and believes advanced
technology can help tackle gambling and money
laundering risks. He also emphasizes the need
to integrate soft power and cultural elements
beyond just casinos.
